Before we believe or don’t believe in any claim that’s made about history, we have to look for evidence. There’s lots of evidence that Henry VIII existed and that he had six wives – there are records of his marriages, there are portraits of his wives, the buildings in which they married still stand and the eyewitness accounts that people who actually saw them marry wrote down are still with us today and we know by looking at the date of these documents that they were around at the same time as these things were meant to have happened. So we can be pretty sure, from looking at the evidence, that Henry VIII had six wives.
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
