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Marking important times in life
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Ceremonies are important in all societies, they mark particular moments in people’s lives. These could be funerals – it’s quite important to mark the passing of someone when they die. Weddings are important – it’s an important transition or change in people’s lives, when they’re coming together and making a commitment to each other. Namings are important because there’s a new life there and it’s a big responsibility for parents bringing up a child.

What we do when we have humanist ceremonies is concentrate on those human qualities that are important and that is qualities of reason, the way in which we can think about the world, qualities of emotion, human emotion is very important.

The British Humanist Association is the main body that represents people who live their lives without religion and so we train celebrants to conduct ceremonies that will be fitting and appropriate for people who want to have a ceremony that is a non-religious ceremony. 
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
